Before exam day 
 

• Check all details on the Statement of Entry (SOE) and report errors to the British Council

• White lab coats and safety glasses for practical exams

• Digital devices (phones, computers, tablets, fitness bands) 

• Watches (analogue or digital wristwatches, smart watches)

• Parents, guardians, teachers and siblings are not allowed inside the exam venue or assembly areas  
There is no designated parking or waiting area at the venue. Parents must leave the entrance area immediately after pick-up or drop-off a candidate

You may 
be requested to remove this for identification or other purposes.

 JUNE 2025 - CLASH CANDIDATES  

You have a science practical exam (Physics/Chemistry/Biology) when you also have another written exam for a different subject. Since practical exams will be 

scheduled at different times for a group of candidates to be accommodated in the practical labs, we have scheduled your exam as per the table below.  

 

Candidates must report at their given reporting time below. The candidates will be under full centre supervision and will have a fully supervised break if 

their exam start time is at a different time from the exam key time.  

 

Candidates cannot leave their exam hall between the break of their exams (Morning/Afternoon/Evening), cannot meet anyone or communicate in any form. 

Candidates will be allowed to bring their own food and textbooks at the time of entering the examination hall.  

No books/food will be allowed after the candidate entre the exam hall. Parents may hand over the food to the British Council appointed staff bearing the 

candidate number, so that they can arrange to deliver it to the respective candidate. 

 

A candidate also will not be allowed to sit any of the exams if s/he fails to enter the exam hall as per the schedule mentioned in the Science
